The Better Access Map provides you with detailed 
information about the access features of businesses and 
organisations.

This app is FREE and can be downloaded from Google 
Play or the Apple App Store. It can also be accessed 
online at map.betteraccessmap.com.au.

Searches can be made by entering a name of a business, 
keyword or business type, ie chemist or cafe, or you can 
just search via a suburb or area to see what is available.

There is also an option where you can sign up to the Better 
Access Map so you can save your access requirements 
and search for venues that meet your needs.

The NSW Government has introduced a regional seniors travel card  to provide eligible seniors living in 
regional, rural and remote areas of NSW with a $250 prepaid card to help ease the cost of travel. The card 
can be used at certain retailers to pay for pre-booked NSW Trainlink Regional trains and coaches, fuel and 
taxis. 

The travel card is valid for 14 months from the date the card is issued. The expiry date is available on the 
front of the card. The program is vailable for a 2-year trial period (2020-2021).

Applications are now open and cards will be distributed from mid-February 2020. Conditions apply. To find
